	Description of content: This draft Commission Regulation establishes nutrients profiles, in accordance with Article 4(1) of Regulation (EC) No 1924/2006 on nutrition and health claims made on foods. Nutrient profiles consist in thresholds of sodium, saturated fat and sugars above which nutrition and health claims are limited for use in the labelling, the presentation and the advertising of foods.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: 

Protection of human health and safety.

The proposed measures aim to avoid a situation where nutrition or health claims mask the overall nutritional status of a food product, which could mislead consumers when trying to make healthier food choices. Nutrient profiles are intended for the sole purpose of governing the circumstances in which claims can be made.

The proposed nutrient profiles take account of the quantities of certain nutrients and other substances contained in the food, its role, importance and contribution to the diet, and its overall nutritional composition, including the presence of nutrients known as having an effect on health. They are based on scientific knowledge about diet and nutrition, and their relation to health. The proposed measures are based on the scientific opinion of the European Food Safety Authority.
